¥ A representative from the Atlantic City International Airport/South Jersey Transportation Authority

What are the criteria for application?

The ArtPort is looking for quality student work in diverse media with an original and personal viewpoint. There is no
application form to be filled out but the application process requires that all of the elements listed below be submitted
or before March 9, 2007. Incomplete applications will not be accepted. The ArtPort is only open to Southern New Jers
student artists.

REQUIREMENTS:

1. Provide the followingeneral information:
¥  Artist Biography including school attending and area of interest and concentration
¥ Complete Contact Information including county of residence, email, and website if applicable

2. Visual material

Art Faculty from each institution will select six works from the student population for possible exhibition an
review. No more than three images per student. Due to the space configuration, only 2 dimensional work i
acceptable for the main gallery.

¥ Digital submissions on CD-rom are preferred. Each jpg must be numbered and titled. A seperate sheet wit
corresponding numbers, artist name, school, medium, dimensions, title of artwork, and year created must
accompany CD-rom.

¥ 35mm slides must be clearly numbered and labeled with artist name and title of artwork. A separate sheet
with corresponding numbers stating dimensions, medium and year created must accompany slides.

¥ A price list for the pieces

3. Do not staple any pages. Handwritten proposals are not accepted.
